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BIRDSONG

Come join Trinity's Music Director, Michelle Horsley, in a conversation about birdsong! This talk is in
anticipation of our large-scale Birdsong event on Sunday evening, April 21st, which is a one-of-a-kind musical
homage to birds, including recordings of various species paired with human-composed repertoire for choir and
organ.
