HEARING ASSISTANCE Our church offers assistive listening devices for individuals with 
hearing difficulties. These devices allow them to receive amplified 
sound directly through their compatible hearing aids. If you need 
assistance using an assistive listening device, please see a church 
usher.

There is no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ 
Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death. For God has done what the law, weakened 
by the flesh, could not do: by sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and to deal with sin, 
he condemned sin in the flesh, so that the just requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us, who 
walk not according to the flesh but according to the Spirit. For those who live according to the flesh 
set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit set their minds 
on the things of the Spirit. To set the mind on the flesh is death, but to set the mind on the Spirit is 
life and peace.

(The phrase ‘of the Son’ was added a few hundred years later by a regional synod and was never adopted by Eastern Orthodox Churches).
