KIDS IN CHURCH If you need to step out of the service with your infant or toddler and 
are in search of a quiet space to spend a few moments, the parent 
room (at the end of the North Narthex past the door to the 
Memorial Garden) is open during the 10 A.M. service. There is no 
childcare attendant, so all children must be accompanied by their 
parent/guardian. 

 

INTERCESSORY PRAYER Private intercessory prayer is available with members of our 
Intercessory Prayer team in the side aisle while Communion is 
being distributed at the 10:00 A.M. service. Additionally, there are 
Prayer Jars at each entrance to the Sanctuary where you can share 
prayers requests that will be prayed over for the next month. 

 

HEARING ASSISTANCE Our church offers assistive listening devices for individuals with 
hearing difficulties. These devices allow them to receive amplified 
sound directly through their compatible hearing aids. If you need 
assistance using an assistive listening device, please see a church 
usher.

The most significant difference is that this version changes ‘who proceeds from the Father and the Son’ to ‘who proceeds from 
the Father.’ This change restores the Creed to the version that was originally accepted by both Western and Eastern Orthodox Churches. 
(The phrase ‘of the Son’ was added a few hundred years later by a regional synod and was never adopted by Eastern Orthodox Churches).
