I wanted to keep him with me, so that he might be of 
service to me in your place during my imprisonment for the gospel; but I preferred to do nothing without 
your consent, in order that your good deed might be voluntary and not something forced. Perhaps this is 
the reason he was separated from you for a while, so that you might have him back forever, no longer as a 
slave but more than a slave, a beloved brother-- especially to me but how much more to you, both in the 
flesh and in the Lord.

THE NICENE CREED  From Enriching Our Worship

All We believe in one God, 
the Father, the Almighty,  
maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.

This version of the Nicene Creed is from one of the sources that has been approved for use by the General Convention of the Episcopal 
Church. The most significant difference is that this version changes ‘who proceeds from the Father and the Son’ to ‘who proceeds from 
the Father.’ This change restores the Creed to the version that was originally accepted by both Western and Eastern Orthodox Churches. 
(The phrase ‘of the Son’ was added a few hundred years later by a regional synod and was never adopted by Eastern Orthodox Churches). 
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For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate 
he suffered death and was buried. 
On the third day he rose again 
in accordance with the Scriptures;  
he ascended into heaven 
and is seated at the right hand of the Father. 
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead, 
and his kingdom will have no end. 

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, 
who proceeds from the Father, 
who with the Father and the Son is worshiped and glorified, 
who has spoken through the prophets. 
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. 
We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. 
We look for the resurrection of the dead,
